Regional Transportation District's Eco Pass Program.
Businesses can purchase yearly bus/light-rail passes from RTD,
and E Source has provided its staff with Eco Passes for the past
several years. Each participant gets a photo ID that allows them
free travel anywhere on the RTD system. This encourages
employees to take advantage of alternative methods of
transportation, thereby helping to reduce traffic congestion.
Employees use their Eco Passes for daily commutes to and from
work, for trips to and from the Denver International Airport, and
for recreational trips on their own time.
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
